Benefits of Scouting:
A person’s character is built from the inside out.   To build character, young men need opportunities that challenge
them personally to consider their beliefs and reflect on the things that are important to their growth.   Summer camp
supports the building of values and character by giving young people the opportunity to engage in such activities as
decision making, thinking about his relationship with God, and taking the time to reflect on the things learned.    

Studies show:
80% of Scouts polled reported they experienced an increase in sense of self-worth because they were listened to by
other Scouts;
80% benefited from making a new friend or enhancing current friendships; 
94% enjoyed the opportunity to meet new people;
76% benefited from receiving a compliment from an adult.

The Mid-America Council serves 34,000 youth a year through 10,000 adult volunteers, in 58 counties
in eastern Nebraska, western Iowa and south eastern South Dakota.

CUB WORLD will be a 30-acre camp built on an unused section of
Camp Eagle, which is located just southwest of Fremont, Nebraska.
The purpose of CUB WORLD is to provide increased opportunity to
provide Cub Scout programming on a year round basis with exciting
themes and new adventures around every corner. 

The cornerstone of CUB WORLD will be a magnificent two-story cas-
tle which will include a science center, Star World/astronomy nature and
mineralogy programs, bathroom facilities including showers, storm shel-
ter and open air areas on the upper levels depicting the bastion and bat-
tlements of a true castle. 

CUB WORLD will eventually include, in addi-
tion to the castle, a stockade, council ring,
teepees, interchangeable maze, land ship, and
mine.   Dispersed throughout the 30 acres will
also be picnic tables, shelters, and trails. The cas-
tle and the stockade are the only year-round
structures that will be equipped with both heat-
ing and air-conditioning.  

CUB WORLD is the culmination of the dreams
and visions of hundreds of volunteer Scouters
dedicated to the Scouting program.   It is through
their commitment to this program that we see the
unlimited potential of this facility.
