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Plan now to attend National Jamboree 2010

National Jamboree 2010 — “Celebrating the
Adventure-Continuing the Journey,” is the
theme for this once in a lifetime centennial cel-
ebration. 2010 marks 100 years since an
unknown Scout helped American businessman,
William D. Boyce, find his way through the
London fog. This simple, selfless act led Mr.
Boyce to bring the fledgling movement of Boy
Scouting to America in 1910.

This two-week adventure will include two
days of fun-filled travel and touring to the
Washington, DC area, Williamsburg and
Jamestown, VA and ten days of non-stop excite-
ment at Fort AP Hill, VA for the Jamboree.

To be eligible to attend a Scout must have
completed the sixth grade or be at least 12 years
of age by July 1, 2010, attain the rank of First
Class by July 1, participate in the pre-Jamboree
training experience, have completed the Class 3

National Jamboree physical prior to the train-
ing, be active in his troop or crew for 6 months
prior to July 1, 2010, and be approved by his
Scoutmaster and the Mid-America Council
Jamboree committee. He must not have reached
his 18 birthday by August 3, 2010 to be eligible
as a youth participant. Webelos of today need to
start planning to attend now as the next National
Jamboree will not take place until 2014.

The Mid-America Council contingent will be
comprised of eight troops with 36 youth and
four Leaders per troop. Space is limited.

Week 52 - Winter camp at Cedars

One week at summer camp is not enough!
Living in the upper plains, we should also help
our Scouts develop cold weather camping skills
and traditions. With everyone off for Christmas
holidays, Mid-America Council is offering a
week-long winter encampment at Camp Cedars
Dec. 26-31, 2008.

Scouts and leaders will stay in troop-supplied
tents. Troops need to verify their scouts have the

required equipment and cold-weather camping
skills. Troop trailers allowed in camp. Erecting
an enclosed dining fly in campsite is encour-
aged. Campfires in non-established campsites
will need to be in/on above-ground fire pits.
Merit badge instruction follows the same
four-day program as summer camp. Program
highlights include Eagle-required merit badges,
winter survival skills, nature, COPE/Climbing,
expanded evening free time, shooting sports,
Hornaday, Paul Bunyan, forge, Kit Fox,
Venturing activities, evening cracker barrel,
NBZ dance lessons, NBZ regalia building.
Cost is $120 per scout. $75 per adult leader
(second camp discounts do not apply). The first
200 campers paid to Scouter Services will be
accepted. Campsites will be assigned in
December based on date full payment received.
$25 per Scout deposit due by 8/31/08. Balance
due by 10/31/08. Each ten Scout deposits
received by 8/31 get one leader no camp fees.
